 By now, if you havenôt heard, youôve figured out that there has been no Grapevine since the first of March.  The reason for 

that is finances.  The decision was made by the Finance Committee to reduce the newsletter to once monthly to save money.  Paper, 

printing and postage amount to about $300 per week for this publication, so cutting back to monthly will save the church 

approximately $12,000 per year.  We are almost ready to begin sending the newsletter by email to those who would like to receive 

that way.  If I do not have your email address, please send it to me at wshownes@goddardumc.org.  Emailing the Grapevine will cut 

the cost of production.  This month, those receiving the newsletter by email will also get a print copy.  All of the bugs arenôt out of 

the system yet and I want to make sure you get the newsletter.  I also hope to have a link on the website ï www.goddardumc.org ï 

that will take you to the website. 

 Now back to the finances.  Our contributions are running about 20% behind what they were a year ago. The pledges for 

2009 were down considerably as well. As a result we are looking for areas to cut as well as asking the congregation to help us catch 

up.  Our budget is about $800,000 per year.  Many of those costs are fixed ï thatôs how much it takes to be a church that is in 

mission and ministry.    We can cut back on the ministries, but then we are not being faithful to what God has called us to be and do.  

We have had a handful of people to step up and give extra, but we are not out of the hole yet.  So if you will give more, it wil l be 

very helpful. 

 Easter is rapidly approaching and we have some wonderful events coming up as we end the Lenten season and celebrate the 

Resurrection.  On Saturday, April 4, Goddard will host the District Lay Academy.  There will be several courses available in the 

morning and the afternoon.  Lunch will be served by our UMW.  I will be teaching a course on United Methodist Beliefs and 

Practices.  Sunday, April 5, is Palm Sunday.  Our children will be processing with palms at the late service.  Barbara Tucker will be 

here for both Palm Sunday and Easter.  On Thursday, April 9, we will observe Maundy Thursday with the celebration of Holy 

Communion in the Sanctuary.  The service begins at 7:00 p.m.  Then on Friday, April 10 ï Good Friday, we will have a Service of 

Shadows in observance of Jesusô death on that first Good Friday.  That service will also be at 7:00 p.m. in the Great Room.  Sunday, 

April 12, is Easter.  That will be a glorious day for worship.  The music George has planned will be fabulous on both Palm Sunday 

and Easter.  I hope you will plan to be present for all the services that week. 

 As a devotional thought, remember this quote:  When you raise yourself above a servant, 

you have just ranked yourself above the Savior.   Lent teaches us that we are to become servants to the least, the last and the lost.  

We are to be servants to all ï as individuals and as a church.  Our task as Christians isnôt easy, but it is definitely worthwhile.  So 

keep in mind what we say every Sunday ï we are blessed to be a blessing as instruments of Godôs love.
